The University Scholarship Fund of the American Jewish League for Israel is a
scholarship program to assist students who are U.S. citizens or permanent residents to
study in Israel.

Tel Aviv University
The Weizman Institute of Science

Scholarship awards are applied toward one year’s tuition. The funds will be sent
directly to the institution and will be credited upon the student’s matriculation.
